+ No whiteout, liquid paper, correction fluid or permanent markers are permitted.
¢ A personal dictionary is useful but not essential as we have class sets from the library to share.

Your child's class teacher will send home an additional note early term 1 with any extra requirements they
have. This note will also inform you of any additional information significant to their class, such as Library and
Community L.anguage times.
